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Time flies quickly, and in a blink of an eye, the "Lent" of 2021 has begun again. Looking
back at this time last year, everywhere in the world began to be invaded by the coronavirus.
Even the United Kingdom, where we live, was finally locked down in mid-March. Most
people need to stay at home and cannot go out casually. Now one year has passed, more than
4 million people in the UK have been infected, of which more than 120,000 have died, while
the global figures are more than 100 million people have been infected, of which more than
2.5 million have died. These horrible numbers show us that human lives are indeed very
fragile, just as the "Ash Wednesday" (February 17th this year) on the first day of the "Lent"
reminds us, "for dust you are and to dust you will return" (Genesis 3:19b). When death
comes, NO one can escape.

In fact, from the perspective of "everyone will die once", death will come sooner or later
even if there is no coronavirus, so the invasion of the coronavirus is actually not a big deal.
However, when we think of the Bible saying, "Just as people are destined to die once,
and after that to face judgment" (Hebrews 9:27), things are not so easy, because for
unbelievers among our families and friends, if they can live on earth for one more day, they
will have one more day’s chance of receiving the salvation. Therefore, the plague of the past
year has actually reminded us to seize the opportunity to spread the gospel to those around
us.

The "Lent" is a period of forty days in memory of how Jesus Christ, the Son of God, stepped
on the road to the cross for our sins. In the last week of the "Lent" (this year starts on March
28th), we will remember the Lord Jesus riding a donkey into Jerusalem, and then having the
last supper with the disciples on Thursday night, and then being captured in the Garden of
Gethsemane, was beaten, humiliated, and finally crucified on Friday. More than two
thousand years ago, the Lord Jesus had completed his mission without hesitation and
prepared this road to salvation for us. Now is the time for each of us to do our part and lead
people to this road to salvation.

Pray for the Lord to help us, on the one hand, let the plague pass quickly, on the other hand,
always remind us to work hard to spread the gospel, amen.
